Topic

Tudor themed school visits to Selly Manor Museum are always very popular. Our
Tudor days focus primarily on social conditions in the 16" century but we cover
topics such as food, costume, buildings, battles and monarchs too. If you would like
us to tailor your visit to your topic, please discuss this with us when booking. This
session supports several Key Stage 1 and 2 National Curriculum elements including
significant historical events, people and places in their own locality, the lives of
significant individuals, a study of history or a site from a period beyond 1066 and a
study of an aspect or theme in British history that extends a pupil’s knowledge
beyond 1066.

Activities

We will offer you a range of hands-on activities throughout your visit including
handling objects,dressing up opportunities and the chance to play Tudor games.

Numbers

We can accommodate a maximum of 90 children per day. Depending on the number
you bring, the group will be split into 2 or 3 smaller groups. Each of these smaller
groups will be led by a member of our Education Team for the day.

Schools should bring a minimum of 1 adult for every 10 children. We will advise
specific numbers of adults when you book. We rely on the willingness of class
teachers and helpers to ensure your visit is safe and enjoyable. School staff are
responsible for student behaviour and first aid provision during the visit.

Cost

e Full day (10am - 2pm): £8 per child, free for all accompanying adults.
As standard, we will invoice for school visits, to the details given when booked, at
the end of the month. Payment can alternatively be made on the day by cash,
cheque (payable to Bournville Village Trust) or debit or credit card. Groups that
have been confirmed and do not turn up will be invoiced for the full amount.



Cancellation

There is a £75 administration fee for cancellations within 10 working days of your
visit.

If you are forced to cancel then please call a member of our team on 0121 472 0199
and we can speak to you about rearranging your visit.

Lunch Arrangements + Gift Shop

Please bring a packed lunch which can be eaten in our medieval hall or the lovely
Tudor garden. Our gift shop is open for students to visit or you can pre-book gift
bags.

Toilets

We have a separate toilet block onsite that has three toilets for boys, three for girls,
and an accessible toilet. Visiting school children must be accompanied by a member
of staff from the school when using the facilities.

Timings

A typical day to Selly Manor Museum runs from 10am — 2pm, although we are able
to offer flexibility on times that suit your group. If school groups wish to stay at the
museum after 2pm we are happy for you to carry out teacher-led activities, please
mention this when booking.

Resource Pack, Risk Assessment & Pre-Visit

A resource pack that includes a risk assessment will be sent out to all booked and
confirmed groups. Please be aware that our risk assessment is site specific and may
not address all the needs of your particular group.

Teachers are welcome to come on a free pre-visit to carry out their own risk
assessment and discuss their needs, which can be arranged either during or after
normal school hours.
